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Abstract:

A data stream algorithm is an algorithm that makes only one pass over the input data while using a
small amount of memory. Such algorithms are needed in many applications in databases and
networking where the data is provided as a "stream” and it is impossible to store the entire data set in
memory. As a result, data stream algorithms have been extensively studied in the past decade both
theoretically and in practice. This talk will present data stream algorithms for some interesting and
basic problems.
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
